Attendance Policy: 100% attendance is required

Requirements for Passing the Class: Accumulation of required clinic hours and patient visits, following the clinic supervisor’s instructions, and passing the Clinic Evaluations.

Purposes: In this second part (Second Level) of clinical acupuncture internship, students begin supervised clinical practice on public patients, taking responsibility for all aspects of their patients’ care. Students continue to develop their skills of interviewing, tongue and pulse diagnosis, differential diagnosis, treatment planning, and carrying out an acupuncture and moxibustion (and related modalities) treatment under closely supervised surroundings, in order to develop their clinical skills. 

Objectives: in this Second Level internship course students will develop the clinic skill for

· The initial intake, interview skills

· Diagnostic techniques

· Give the treatment principles and treatment planning based on the Syndrome

· Advanced point location

· Needling techniques and moxibustion

· Other acupuncture techniques (and related modalities such as Cupping, Tui Na, etc.).

· Charting skills

· Follow-up care 

· Working with direct supervision

Course Outline for I125 Clinical Internship 2

In this second level of Clinical Internship, the students need present the every patient case and discuss the diagnosis and treatment plan with the clinic supervisor before they conduct the treatments. All the students’ performances are under close supervision by the clinic supervisor. Students will require finishing about 60 patient visits during this internship.
1.
Students will be required to collect data to make a diagnosis in the following ways:

a. Observation (including tongue, complexion, and the spirit)

b. Olfactory examination

c. Audio examination

d. Palpation   Including pulse, acupoints and abdomen

e. Inquiry

f.  Physical examination adjuncts such as orthopedic, and arid neurological examinations.

In formulating a diagnosis, students will be expected to classify data collected and organize it with reference to the following fundamental theories and concepts:

a. Five phases theory and Yin-yang theory

c. Channel theory

d. Organ theory

e. Etiology

f.  Stages of disease progression, including six-stage and four-aspect theories

g. Triple warmer theory

h. The natural progression of an untreated disease

Students will then be expected to formulate and execute a treatment plan based upon:

a. The proper functional selection, combination, and accurate location of acupoints

b. The proper selection of treatment modalities

c. Safe and effective needle insertion techniques, moxa techniques, electrical stimulation techniques, massage therapies, and exercise and lifestyle recommendations

Students will then re-examine the patient to determine effectiveness of treatment and need to modify therapy if any

5.
Students will be expected to do appropriate record keeping, keep patient confidentiality, and otherwise comply with a professional code of ethics

6.
Perform Appropriate Clinical Conduct as Follows:

a.           OSHA Standards must be enforced: No Eating or Drinking

b.
Casual Conversation is discouraged. No conversation during treatment will be acceptable.

c.
Respect the Relatively Open Space with Lack of Privacy

d.
If there are no patients for observation or treatment, then point location or treatment of each other should be performed.

e.
Analysis of each patient/student and treatment is expected.
