Class Length: 0-45-1.5       

Trimester: Second Trimester 

Prerequisites: T111 OM Basic Theory, T341 Intro. To Oriental Medicine

Attendance Policy: 100% attendance is required

Requirements for Passing the Class: Accumulation of required clinic hours and patient visits, following the clinic supervisor’s instructions, and passing the Clinic Evaluations.

Purposes: Introduce students to clinical education through observation of working clinic and experienced practitioners. Basic principles will be observed in overall treatment of patients as well as the running of a clinical setting.

Objectives: in this first part of Clinical Observation, students will 

· Observe clinical universal precautions

· Observe standards for setting up a treatment room

· Observe every steps of TCM practitioners to treat patient including initial intake, diagnosis, tongue and pulse diagnosis, differential diagnosis, treatment planning, and carrying out an acupuncture and moxibustion (and related modalities) treatment, following-up care.

· Keep a clinical notebook with notes about all patient visits that they observed
