Purpose:  This course covers terms specific to the history, science, and clinical application of Traditional Chinese Medicine (TCM).  Students learn both Pin yin and English terms. This course is designed to introduce the Chinese ‘Pin yin’ system, which is used in China as a phonetics for the pronunciation of their main characters of each word.  Students are required to understand the four pin yin tones and mastering the basic pin yin associated with Chinese medical terminology, acupuncture point names, and Chinese herb names.

· Know what Chinese Ping yin is

· Know pin yin’s four tones

· Use pin yin for Chinese Numbers 1 – 100

· Use pin yin to describe different colors

· Master and pronounce TCM terminology for Qi, blood, essence, body fluid, shen, Five Zang, and six Fu organs, 12 channels, 8 extra channels, 5 elements
