· To teach students how to clearly define a patient condition and what treatments are appropriate.

Objectives: 
This course will cultivate students’ ability to evaluate patients by applying Chinese four diagnostic methods in conjunction with Western diagnostic skills.  This course also includes instruction on how to write medical reports, charting, and case reporting.  It focuses more on case resolving skills.

· Select a patient, do an interview

· Analyze symptoms and signs, come up with a differential diagnosis

· Make treatment principle, and a treatment plan choosing modalities such as acupuncture, moxibustion, Tui Na, TCM dietary and lifestyle counseling, Chinese herbal medicine, other related modalities of oriental medicine, and any appropriate referrals

· Write a comprehensive paper, which will be given to the supervisor and all students attending class

· Student presents and defends their thoughts and treatment recommendations. 

· Learn how to clearly define a patients condition and what treatments are appropriate by discussing with supervisor

· Bring Life patient to classroom, performing whole process of clinic interview and form treatment plan, acupuncture points, herbal formulas after group discussion or class discussed and select the best modality to apply to the patient, if space available, observing professional treatment.

· Bring life case study from student clinic, review and discussed of successes or reason of poor progress, form group or class discussions.  

· Bring life case from other sources such as from your work, family members, or book case studies
